5.1 Conclusions 

Actually it is not easy to teach the first year 

studen1ts of SMP to develop th,~ir knowledge in mastering 

English lesson because their natiTe language is c-ompletely 

different. from English.

5. 2 Suggestions

In giving the teaching mat~rial, the English 

teacher should not use only one technique but it will 

be better if he also varies his techniques. The 

teaching technique should be paid attention by the 

teacher to avoid the students' boredom. If the teacher 

only uses a technique in teaching English material, the 

students may easily get bored. 

The writer would like to suggest that the 

teacher should pay attention to all students in his 

class so that the teaching material which will be 

presented can be mastered by any groups, whether for 

low, average or high groups. 'rhe writ;er would also like 

to suggest that in presenting a grammar teaching 

material is better through a context. In this case the 

teacher can use a reading passage so unconsciously the 

teacher also teaches ~he students a readin~ skill. It 
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is hoped when the students ar•e given a reading passage 

later on, they are accustomed to reading because they 

often get the reading skill from the beginning. But in 

this case, the teacher should also pay attention to 

the students 1 level, age, cuU;ure, surrounding and . 
interest in choosing the reading passage. 

The writer feels that ehoosing a technique in 

teaching English as the first foreign language in 

Indonesia is very important. 'rhat is why, in this 

study she preseet.s the Paulston and Bruder's 

structural pattern drills of 1;eaching English grammar 

which she thinks it would be of a great use ror 

English teachers in presenting the new teaching 

material. 
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
