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CHAPTER V

Conclusion and Suggestion

This chapter is intended to conclude the analysis of the
previous chapter. It also gives some suggetions for those who

5.1 Conclusion
This study discusses one of the novel entitled Great

Expectations. Concerning with the objective of the study, the

writer analyses the major character of the protagonist. She
also analyses the relationship of protagonist with the other
characters.

Based on the first question on the statement of the
problem, concerning the character development of the protago-
nist, Pip has been described as the major character of the
protagonist who shows development of character during the
story, he changes from a frightened boy, to the snobbery and ,
to the wisdom that the other characters’goodness like Joe and
Magwitch finally force on him.

5.2 Suggestion
