CHAPTER VII
CONCLUSION ARD SUGGESTIONS

7.1. Conclusion

The conclusion of this paper can be divided 1in

three parts.

7.1.1. In Terms of MNaterial

a. Newspapers are motivating and 1interesting as they
contain news or happenings in our daily liveé; more-
over, they do not become a heavy-burden for the stu-
dents to understand as the students are able to read
the Indonesian version of the same topic or material.

b. Eventhough the material is motivating and interesting
it will be useless if it is not carried out.

c. In choosing the materisl for use teschers have to
consider the newspaper from which the articles will be
taken. In other words he cannot just pick out from any
newspapers because the material as well as the
language of it should be in s&ccordance with the
students level.

given in the reading class,.

Newspaper can be used as a stepping stone towards the
use of other authentic material, such as Magazines,

Brochures, etec. whenever the teacher is creative.

7.1.2. In Terms of Tedhniques

according to the teachers, but the most important
thing 1is that reading becomes a habit. This might
become a reality when the teacher is able to motivate
the students to read more, and better still of their
own will.
